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Dismissal Procedures

Please help us to keep the children at Hamlin Elementary School safe.  Follow these guidelines for dismissal please.

· If your child is a walker who crosses Hamlin Road-they are escorted out the southwest door of the school. A parent or sibling must meet your child at that exit door or the bike rack.
· If your child is a Nature Center walker-they are escorted out the same door as the Hamlin Road walkers. You may decide to meet them by the exit door, the fire hydrant, or a designated playground area.

· If you drive your child home, we ask that you use the loop out front where your child will be waiting for you with adult supervision.  Do not pick your child up in the parking lot.  It is NOT safe to do this at dismissal and it is not allowed.

Please note: No child is allowed to exit the middle back doors leading to the parking lot. They must leave by way of the west side door exits to be met by a parent. Just in case you should happen to be late one day, please talk to your child now about their course of action. They need to re-enter the school building and go straight to the office to await your arrival. Please call the school if you are late.
